
 The Architecture 
Studies Library now has elec-
tronic reserves (EReserves or 
ERes) capabilities.  Instruc-
tors may submit items, and 
ASL staff will scan them and 
make them accessible online 
via the Library’s Online Cata-
log.  

 All documents must 
be submitted on fresh, 8.5” x 
11” white paper, free of tears, 
staples, shading, borders, 
and dog-eared pages.  We’ll 
scan all items using Lied’s 
high-speed, sheet-fed Canon 
scanner.  All items are 
scanned as-is—no cropping 
or manipulation will be done 
by Library Staff.  Our scanner 

only scans documents in 
black and white. 

 Once scanned into 
PDF format, we upload them 
into our ERes system, and 
they are available for viewing 
and printing by patrons.  Stu-
dents can even access ERe-
serves from their home com-
puter!

EReserves now at the ASL! 
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ART FULL TEXT:   
AN ONLINE RESOURCE 

The Architecture Studies Library subscribes 
to Art Full Text, an online resource that in-
dexes art and architecture periodicals.  AFT 
is a great tool, in that many (but not all) arti-
cles are full text!  Since AFT generally in-
dexes popular and widely distributed jour-
nals, it’s very likely that the ASL subscribes 
to those journals that aren’t full text.  Most 
articles also include abstracts.  Full text arti-
cles are either text only [HTML format] or 
text with images [PDF format].  From the 
ASL Home Page, click “Indexes to Periodi-
cals” and then “Art Full Text.”
